Well, it is sneaking up on that time of year to start thinking about snowmobiling again. This month’s
column will deal with getting your sled ready to ride. If you read my column on summerizing your sled,
most of this will be redundant.

The first thing to do is remove the sparkplugs, tuns on the fuel, and pul the rope several times to bring fuel
from the tank to the carbs and fuel pump. Drop in a set of new sparkplugs and see if it will start. If after
several pulls it fails to start, remove the sparkplugs and dribble a few drops of gasoline into the cylinders.
Install the plugs and it should fire right up.

After it has ran a while, elevate the back of the sled and run the track to clear out the engine. Let the engine run a while to clear out
the fogging oil that | hope you used in the spring. Bring the engine up to operating temperature and monitor the coolant level.

Now that we have it running and hitting on all cylinders, this is a good time to examine the exhaust system for cracks, holes or missing
exhaust springs. Another thing to look at is the motor mounts. Grab ahold of the clutch or exhaust header and see if you can move
the engine in the chassis. If the engine has excessive movement, you may have one or more damaged motor mounts.

Next month, we’ll talk about getting the suspension and drive system ready for another sledding season. So long for now. . .
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If you don’t receive the “SnoWest” magazine, you should try to find somebody who does; so, you can look at the great
article about our area that just came out in their first edition of the season.

There is a large article with pictures from the ride earlier this year with Lane Lindstrom from “SnoWest.” The article is
titled, “Krazy About Klamath County, Maybe Oregon’s Best-Kept Secret.” The Chiloquin and the Klamath clubs had the
opportunity to ride with Lane which worked out really well. He couldn’t have spoken more highly of our area which should
really help our attendance at the OSSA Convention in January.

Cudos to Lane Lindstrom and “SnoWest” magazine, Dawn Brown from the Great Basin Visitors Center who arranged the
ride, and all of the riders who helped show him a great time! What a wonderful opportunity for us!
